How many 

lived?  Marriages —dates and children that followed.  Or, no marriages but children.  Dates of deaths 

— time of an epidemic?  Changes in a lifetime — parent died, married, children born, emigration, etc.

“What Ever Happened to Bent?”  Using biographies in county histories can provide lots of information 

about an ancestor, where he/she had been, perhaps where they moved or from where he/she had im-

migrated if not known.  But getting a county history from another state can be a challenge.  Finding 

indexes and tracking down those county histories and biographies from other states on the Internet.
